3. The Instructor or Dean of 

Students (or designee) feels 

that the seriousness of the 

first offense (i.e., Level 3 or 

Level 4 violation) warrants a 

review by the UAB.

UAB makes 

recommendation to 

Instructor for 

consideration. Grade is 

decided by Instructor.
